The objectives are to foster mutual
understanding and share knowledge, tis essential that this understanding and knowledge he based on
intellectual honesty. Fulbright therefore requires all grant applications, papers, research projects and
academie presentations ta be fros of afl forme of plagiariem. Plagiarism by applicants or grantees shait
be grounds for immediate rejection of applicalions and cancellation of grants.

‘What is plagiarism?
Rlagiarism is the use of another's ideas, words or information wilhout appropriate attribution. it is
intellectual theft, whether committed intentionally or unintentionally.

What could be plagiarized?

Information, words, charts or images from both published and unpublished sources in any Janguage and
by any contributor, including oneself. Atl such information, words, charts or images must be correctly
and fully atiributed to thelr sourses, 2

Common knowledge that is easily found needs no attribution, but when in doubt, provide atiribution,

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2021 FULBRIGHT U.S. — ASEAN VISITING SCHOLAR PROGRAM (USAS}

Fulbright Thafland (Thalland-United States Educationat Foundation) is pleased to announce the 2021 Fulbright U.S-ASEAN
Visiting Scholar Initiative. The objective of the program is to deepen people-to-peaple engagement and strangthen U.S.
educational ties with the 10 member nations of ASEAN, while emphasizing the importance of ASEAN. This marks the
eighth year of the initiative. To date, more than BO scholars from all 10 ASEAN Mernber States have heen awarded
scholarships to pursue studies focused on a wide range of subjects including innovative teaching methods, maritime
security, climate change, food safety, political security, and human trafficking,

The program is apen to university facuity, foreign ministry or other government officials, and professioqal staff of the
private sector, think tanks, and other NGOs in the ASEAN Member States to travel to the United States for scholarly and
professional research for 3-4 months on priority issues to the 1),5.-ASEAN relationship and ASEAN. it is anticipated that
one qualified applicant from Thailand wifl be selected by a U.5. ~ ASEAN selection committze.

The applicants may apply to conduct research in flelds that support ASEAN initiatives including supporting regional
economic integration, expanding maritime cooperation, promoting opportunities for women, fostering green growth,
and addressing transnational chailenges {including regional collaboration on issues such as curbing human trafficking,
countering violant extremism, preventing wildlife trafficking or promoting sustainable fishing). Fields of study could -
include, but are not fimited to: Education, Environmental Sciences, Financial Market Integration, Food Technology,
Information Selences, Journalism, Law, Political Science, Public Administration, Public/Global Health, Statistics, Trade
and Investment, Trade Facilitation, and TEFL & Applied Linguistics. These programs and tapics should also be of interest
and relevance t¢ Thalland and the ASEAN community. While projects can have specific focus, projects that are regional in
scope and/for have clear implications for the entire ASEAN region are preferred.

Up to two (2) awards will be offered to successful candidatas for the 2021 academic year for a period of 3-4 months, It is
anticipated that 10 qualified applicants will be selected, preferably presenting each of the 10 ASEAN Member States.
Selection will be based on professional qualifications of applicants, and on the quality and significance of their project
proposals. Only if applicable, applicants are encouraged to explore in advance the most appropriate Jocation for their
research/flecturing projects and should be abla Lo Indicate that the proposed host institutions - universities, archives,
institutes, etc. - are prepared to receive the scholars. Applicants are required to submit an official letter of invitation from
a U.5. host affiliation,

The Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board (FFSB) will approve the final slate and Public Affairs Sections and Fulbright
Commissions will be notified by April 1, 2021, Congratulatory letters from the Ambassadar to the U.5. Mission to ASEAN witl
be conveyed to selected and non-selected candidates by May 1, 2021,

L Be a Thai citlzen in good heaith, age not exceeding 58 at the time of application deadline; {individuals holding
U.5. immigrant visas or permanent U.S, residen? cords/green cards), or duoi citizenships (Thai and U.5.}) are not
eflgible to apply);

2. Hold a master’s degree or higher and be proficient in English;
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3. Be highly motivated and experienced university faculty, foreign ministry and government officials or
professionals i the private sector, think tanks and other NGOs whose work facuses on 14L5.-ASEAN issues.
Applicants will be expected to have a significant record of scholarly or professional accomplishment;

4, Be physically present in Thailand at the time of interview and be residing in Thailand throughout the nomination
and selection process, and return to Thailand upon completion of the U.S. stay;

5. Be able to take leave from your home institution or post to participate in the program during January — May
2027; Please understand that program timing may be subjected to change due to travel restrictions or other
considerations,

6. Ba able ta fully participate in every activity organized by Fulbright Thailand, including Preliminary Orientation and
Pre-departure Orientation Program which will be held in January and June respectively;

7.  Bewilling and-able ta serve as a resource persan and a cultural ambassador In the United States, e.g. 2s a lecturer,
seminar participant, consultant, or in other capacities requested by the host Institution or community.
